3965 Margotrema guillerminae Pérez-Ponce de León, 2001
Diagnosis: Small specimen. Body elongate, oval, unspined, with eyespots. Oral sucker subterminal. Oral sucker-acetabulum ratio: 1:1.2 X 1:1.5, anterior-posterior and transversal, respectively. Prepharynx absent. Right cecum shorter than left cecum; this extend posteriad, reaching the anterior testis region (Photo 1). Vitelline follicles located mostly in lateral field between the ceca and the lateral margin of worm (Photo 2). Seminal receptacle located immediately posterior to the ovary (Pérez-Ponce de León, 2001b).

Taxonomic status: Pineda-López et al. (2005) considered that differences between M. guillerminae and the type species of the genus (M. bravoae) are very tenous. Originally included in the Family Macroderoididae.
Type host: Hybopsis calientis Jordan & Snider (Osteichthyes: Cyprinidae). 

Site of infection: Intestine.

Type locality: Lago de Zacapu (19°49’35”N, 101°47’10”W), Michoacán, Mexico.
