0492 Choanoscolex lamothei García-Prieto, 1990

Diagnosis: Medium size specimen (27 cm). Strobila anapolytic, craspedota. Mature proglottids 1.3-1.49 wide. Scolex aspinose, apex conical, with tegumental folds in posterior part; suckers rounded, partially embebed into tegumental folds, with semispherical sphincter in posterior part (Photo 1). Apical organ absent; small elongated cells concentrated near apex of the scolex. Testes 130-209 in number, in 3 separated fields: 1 field situated aporally and 2 (pre and post vaginal) fields porally. Cirrus sac 0.176-0.227 long by 0.064-0.102 wide, representing 13-16% of proglottid width. Vagina irregularly alternating opening anterior o posterior to cirrus sac (Photo 2) (García-Prieto, 1990; Scholz et al., 2003).

Taxonomic status: Originally included in Monticellidae; transferred to Megathylacoides by Scholz et al. (2003) based on the medullary position of the genitalia, the presence of tegumental folds on the posterior part of the scolex, and semicircular muscular sphincter on suckers, as well as the follicular  constitution of ovary.
Type host: Ictalurus furcatus (Valenciennes) (Actinopterygii: Ictaluridae). 

Site of infection: Intestine.

Type locality: Presa Miguel Alemán (18°13’00”N, 96°25’00’W), Temascal, Oaxaca,  Mexico.
