2728 Heteroplectanum oliveri León-Règagnon, Pérez-Ponce de León & García-Prieto, 1997
Diagnosis: Small size worm, body slender. Haptor clearly differentiated from the rest of the body. Three pairs of cephalic organs and 2 pairs of eye spots (Photo 1). Haptor provided with 2 pairs of lateral anchors; the dorsal pairs points outward; ventral pair points inward, with a bifurcated root. Seven marginal hookslets are present Two squamodiscs, one ventral and other dorsal (Photo 2); they are composed of 64 radiating rows of rodlets in its anterior region and semicircular lines of tiny scales in the posterior region. Cirrus complex constituted in 2 parts, 1 muscular and proximal and 1 funnel-shaped sclerified and distal. Distal part of uterus markedly sclerotized (León-Règagnon et al., 1997a).

Current taxonomic status: transferred to the genus Acleotrema (Domingues & Boeger, 2007).

Type host: Kyphosus elegans Peters (Actinopterygii: Kyphosidae).

Site of infection: Gills.

Type locality: Bahía de Chamela (19°33’15’’N, 105°06’45’’W), Jalisco, Mexico.
