3216 Sprostoniella lamothei  Pérez-Ponce de León & Mendoza-Garfias, 2000
Diagnosis: Large size worm, body elliptical. Prohaptor bearing a pair of ventrolateral disklike attachment organs. Haptor muscular, circular, surrounded by well developed, scalloped marginal valve; ventral surface of haptor  divided by muscular septa into 17 peripheral and 1 central loculus. Anterior hamuli absent. Fourteen marginal hooklets (Photo 1). One pair of poorly developed accessory esclerites. Branched intestinal ceca extending to posterior extremity of body proper; diverticula not confluent posteriorly. Testes small (approximately half half the length of the ovary), arranged in 2 rows limited to intercecal field, each row consisting of 8 and 9 testes, respectively (Photo 2). Four small glans of Goto present (Pérez-Ponce de León & Mendoza-Garfias, 2000).

Taxonomic status: Valid species.

Type host: Chaetodipterus zonatus (Girard) (Actinopterygii: Ephippidae).

Site of infection: Gills.

Type locality: Bahía de Chamela (19°33’63”N, 105°06’45”W), Jalisco, Mexico.
