4499 Anaporrhutum euzeti Curran, Blend & Overstreet, 2003

Diagnosis: Large specimen. Body dividided into relatively small forebody and large oval hindbody, flattened. Tegument delicated, lacking spines. Ventral sucker smaller than oral sucker. Ratio of widths of oral sucker to ventral sucker: 1:1.92. Intestine bifurcating in forebody, smooth walled (without diverticula) (Photo 1). Crura terminating near posterior margin of body. Testes equatorial, consisting of 2 opposite bunches of  few follicles, lobed or unlobed (Photo 2) (Curran et al., 2003).

Taxonomic status: Valid species.

Type host: Myliobatis longirostris Applegate & Fitch  (Chondreichthyes: Myliobatidae). 

Site of infection: Pericardial cavity.

Type locality: Loreto (26°01’00”N, 111°21’00”W), Baja California Sur, Mexico.
